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INTRODUCTION OF NCD MEMBERS AND STAFF
Dr. Young welcomed Council members and staff as well as any guests that were on the teleconference and everyone introduced themselves.

NCD SUMMIT
Dr. Young thanked staff for an extraordinary achievement in the July Summit.  He stated that everyone that he heard from really came away with a profound sense of renewal and that people seemed really energized.  He added that folks appeared reinvigorated in a new way and was able to go back to whatever they were doing with new passion, insight, clarity and motivation.

FY 2010 BUDGET UPDATE

Ms. Durocher stated that Ms. Grubb has been working with Mr. Thomas Clark from the General Services Administration (GSA) of what’s remaining of the agency’s budget.  The remaining estimate is at $196,000 which is a good figure. 
Ms. Durocher stated that the first priority on the list for the remaining funds would be the revamping of the NCD website which is estimated to cost $150,000.  Devis is the contractor we are looking. They are responsible for doing the disability.gov website which is very good.

Dr. Young stated from his perspective and given the new age of social media, he would like to put a greater priority on engaging all stakeholders.  Therefore he finds Devis having a very captivating and energetic site.  It’s a modern, very active and extremely well laid out.  Given that is group, minority owned under the Small Business Administration (SBA), they have done a lot of work with government agencies generally. $150,000 will be obligated over the year for this contract.
PUBLIC FORUMS  
As an FY 2010 priority Ms. Durocher stated FY 2010 funds have been earmarked for three public forums.  The public forums have been contracted to Ms. Betsy Valnes, Executive Director of the National Youth Leadership Network.

Dr. Young mentioned extending the Marine Corps. Project which is estimated at $150,000 for FY 2011.

FY 2011 PRIORITIES
Joan Durocher stated the deinstitutionalization project as a follow-up to the Developmental Disabilities Act Report as a project and the other being SERCO which will help the Council move forward with its strategic planning.

FY 2012 PRIORITIES

Dr. Young stated that he has spoken with Mr. Davie Roe, NCD’s branch examiner on insights on how the agency can go about the budget process. He said that the general guidance from OMB in terms of 5% reduction ($160,000), which would come out of program contracts budget.  He stated that Mr. Row was specific in that he strongly suggested that the Council lay out series of priorities with specific descriptions of specific amounts that a particular amount and that is where the priority would be.
Ms. Durocher stated the FY 2012 sort form budget has been submitted to OMB followed by the longer version after the reviewing the strategic planning process first.
CLOSED SESSION
Dr. Young moved the meeting to closed session to discuss personnel updates with Council and staff.  At this time the meeting became closed to the public.
